The journey from Palm Sunday to Easter Day is drpeaks and
troughs, reflecting a huge range of human emotions.

The entry into Jerusalem prompts a triumphal wekdmom an elated
crowd. At the Last Supper, the Passover weelklebcations was
slipping away, a select group of close friends gatb find that their
leader says he is their servant, speaks of breddvere as his broken
body and spilled blood and then takes them outitioess his arrest.
Most apparently vanish and we are left to witnasstérrible despair of
the closest, who denies all knowledge of Jesuspantaps the most
dubious, who has betrayed him.

On Good Friday the worst is revealed to us: buglygratuitous
violence, mockery and a ruler who absolves himsiediny
responsibility. Then, more cruelty, despair, detson, death and
abandonment.

Only at this point is there a glimmer of light: @dier realises what he
has seen and a secret disciple provides a dethasty burial. Now
there is silence, that awful waiting that accompareath; the huddling
together of bodies, unsure what to do next, thgifanto wake up out o
a nightmare.

With the dawn comes more light and an action; atien, at least, to
the body. Then shock, disbelief, puzzlement,adicsaction and finally
overwhelming joy.

All these fall within the range of human emotiorisieth each of us may,
at some time experience. If we are spared theé onosl emotions, we
may find it difficult to identify with and suppotthose who do confront
them. For those who are faced with extreme eyémsstory of
Christ’s suffering provides an opportunity to kntivat they are not
alone. Another has been there before.

The resurrection, with its themes of fear and jogrks a new
beginning. For those who encountered the riseuslat the tomb, a
new phase of life began in a very dramatic wakiverything turned
upside down. Literally, it was the first day bEtrest of their lives.

Do we sometimegfdogrejoice in our
faith? Are we willing to give assurance and suppden people are
fearful?

Remember this Easter that when the stone was ralleg from the
tomb it was not to let Jesus out, but to let us ia.the church a place
where people can easily ‘come in’ or does it makeid for the
‘outsider’ to enter?

May Easter be joyful and a transformation. Theysgoes on. Itis
about us. We are part of the revolution.
