Some of the statistics concerning teenage drinking, drug taking and
pregnancies give cause for concern, and the fact that, when variousindices
of well-being were applied to young people in Britain we came 21% out of
the 21 developed nations surveyed, is deeply disturbing.

But | don't want to dwell on the negative but the positive.

Last week | attended a presentation on the impact of drink on the lives of
young people. Theresearch for this project and the presentation was
done entirely by the young peopl e themselves whose ages varied from
14 -23.

They had produced two locally made films (one by the students at
Ballakermeen and the other the 1.O.M. College) and Peel Y outh Club
presented the results of asurvey. At the end of the presentation the
students were involved in a question and answer session.

It was amost encouraging evening and | feel confident that these young
people will get the message across to their own peer group.

What adifferenceit can make giving young people responsibility.
Recently | read of achurch in Cornwell where young people underwent a
training course for young leaders and at the completion of the course were
awarded a Bishop's Certificate and were commissioned by the Bishop to
work with young people in the church.

The minister said: " Give them responsibility and they stay".

Y oung people are not just ‘pew fodder' and neither are they there so we
can boast to other churches how well wearedoing. They are not the
church of tomorrow waiting in the wingsfor usto vacate the stage. They
should be part and parcel of the church today and encouraged to develop
and use their gifts.

At the moment we are trying to devel op ateenage group at St. Peter's.

So far we have had three meetings. It is only asmall group but hopefully
it will grow and not only cater for the needs of the young people but
enable them to contribute to the life of the church.

At present we are a the stage of listening to the ideas the group are
coming forward with and encouraging them to devel op these ideas.
