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Dear Friends, 
 
The apostle Paul wrote: ‘Let us consider how to provoke one another to 
love and good deeds, not neglecting to meet together, as is the habit of 
some, but encouraging one another, and all the more as you see the Day 
approaching’ Hebrews 10 v 24-25 
 
I have heard many people say I don’t need to go to Church to be a 
Christian in which case what is the point of the Church?    The truth is 
that the Church is God’s creation as we are reminded in the words of the 
hymn: ‘The Church’s one foundation is Jesus Christ, her Lord; 
              she is his new creation by water and the word ......’ 
 
God created the Church for a purpose and its authority was given by 
Jesus at his Ascension and it was empowered and gifted at Pentecost. 
Its purpose to be the Body of Christ on earth today continuing the 
ministry of Jesus with everyone playing a part in that ministry. 
 
One of the problems today is that we tend to associate the Church with a 
building rather than a community of believers.    We need to broaden our 
view of Church.    
 
Jesus said:  “Where two or three are gathered in my name, I am there 
among them” (Matthew 18 v 20) 
 
This is the Church, just as much in a sense as a congregation of two 
hundred.    If we are engaging with other Christians in worship and 
prayer and bible study then going out into the world and seeing to put 
our faith into practice then we are functioning as the Church should 
function. 
 
Above all we should be an exclusive community that reflects the love of 
Jesus and so becomes like a magnet drawing others to Him. 
 
Sadly many people have not been drawn to Jesus by the Church but just 
the opposite.   For one reason or another they have been repelled, which 
is sad. 
 
Philip Yancy, an American Christian and writer, wrote a book called 
Soul Survivor with the sub-title: ‘How my faith survived the Church’. 
 
Sadly, many people have drifted away from having regular contact with 
other Christians, and for a variety of reasons.
