Dear Friends, 
 
Ignatian spirituality has emerged from the work of St. Ignatius of Layola 
who in the 16th century looked for a way of keeping the soul healthy and 
strengthened to engage in whatever the day has in store, just as physical 
exercise strengthens the body for physical tasks. 
 
Today, as people seek ways to pray, and discern God in everyday life, 
Ignatius’ teaching inspires people from every denomination and walk of 
life to be aware of God’s presence through good and bad times. 
 
Ignatius invites us to explore our experience of God rather than tells us 
what to believe.   In every situation in life he asks an underlying 
question – ‘What do you want in life, that is, what is your heart’s 
desire?’ 
 
The question of desire is fundamental.   In an age when the gospel of 
consumption (based on desire) substitutes sustaining relationships with 
triviality, disposability and exploitation on a global scale, the question of 
what we really desire helps us to reach more deeply into ourselves to 
look for what truly brings life and meaning. 
 
Ignatius listened to the diverse voices within him as he sought to live out 
the Gospel and discovered different directions of energy within his heart 
and spirit.   He began to discern his underlying desires – was he wanting 
to open up to Christ’s way, to let Christ be compassionate to him and 
through him to others, or was he wanting to feed his own need for 
security, power and status? 
 
It was always an experience of having a stronger love for God that freed 
him from his ego.   He noticed a whole range of inner voices, feelings 
and desires and felt God’s unconditional love speak to him, drawing him 
into life and love. 
 
Meditating on the life, death and resurrection of Christ transformed 
Ignatius.   The life, death and resurrection of Christ touched his heart, 
imagination and soul, energising him with meaning and hope. 
 
Lent is a spiritual journey too, a journey from darkness to light, 
accompanied by the lengthening of the days.   A time of inward 
reflection, of repentance and sacrifice as we journey to the joyful dawn 
Easter Day.

Is the lid still resolutely on the biscuit tin?    Is the box of chocolates 
with their sensuous centres still unopened?   What about that resolution 
to do a good deed daily, to show some kindness even to the most 
challenging and unrewarding? 
 
If Lent is a sort of challenge then success in Lent becomes an 
achievement, something we have done rather than something done in us.    
It becomes a celebration of our ability and strength rather than anything 
about the working of God’s grace in us. 
 
Ignatius saw life in Christ as graced.  There was the real attraction for 
him.   Pondering the divine mystery at the heart of life, at the heart of 
creation, allowed him to see the way to live.    He saw the God of 
creation dwelling in and blessing existence in plants and creatures, 
continually sustaining life through its cycles. 
 
Ignatius saw the God of love’s self-giving to humanity, dwelling in and 
sustaining us daily, graced with such openness and thankfulness that we 
can enter into a relationship with the giver of all. 
 
May our Lenten journey together to the joyful dawn of Easter Day, I 
pray, lead us to a deepening experience of God. 

 
That concludes my first letter to you.   Quite a challenge.   May it and 
our journey together be to the glory of God.

STEWARDSHIP UPDATE 
 
We are coming to the end of our first year of the latest renewal of 
stewardship giving.    The figures I have at the moment are for the 
calendar year to 31st December 09 and so do not represent a full year 
since our renewal. These figures are however promising with pledged 
giving up by nearly 16% to £69,443 and loose plate giving up by 7% to 
£19,841, compared to last year.  So, I would like to say a big thank you 
to everyone who contributes to St Peter’s, in whatever way.  
 
Although our total receipts in 2009 didn’t quite match our outgoings, 
this does make it a better year, and confirms how important stewardship 
is.  Unfortunately none of us can be complacent and 2009 did not see 
any large expenses. In the year ahead we will need funds to make sure 
that the Vicarage is suitable for a new incumbent and as with any old 
buildings the church is bound to need ongoing maintenance. Plans are 
also being drawn up to encourage the use of the Church seven days a 
week which will inevitably involve expenditure and we are looking into 
the possibility of a part time youth worker from Scripture Union. 
 
Planned giving is very important for the Parochial Church Council to be 
able to budget ahead and to keep St Peter’s as a thriving church, at the 
heart of Onchan.  We are fortunate to already have approximately 160 
people who pledge their giving. If there is anyone who would consider 
pledging for the next 4 years either by standing order, envelope or
