Dear Friends,

This month we celebrate Pentecost with an Open-Air Service on the
Village Green.

We will be dramatising the coming of the Holy Spirit upon the early
followers of Jesus.

Over the years | have discovered gaps in people’s knowledge and
experience of the Holy Spirit. Many people are surprised to learn that
the Holy Spirit is a person — the third person of the Trinity.

Accepting Jesus as a person is easy because he was clothed in flesh and
walked the surface of the earth. Seeing God as a person, but perhaps
more mysterious than Jesus, is acceptable, but believing the Holy Spirit
is a person when we cannot see him is more difficult to take on board.
The Holy Spirit is God/Jesus present and active in the world.

Another misconception is that the Holy Spirit only came into existence
at Pentecost and that he has ceased to be active today.

We only need to read the second verse in the Bible (Genesis 1 v 2) to see
the spirit in existence at the beginning of creation.

Pentecost is a unique event in that all believers receive the Holy Spirit,
not just a chosen few as in the Old Testament.

The Holy Spirit is God’s gift to every believer.

Peter reminded us of this when he addressed the crowd at Pentecost.

He accused them of killing the Messiah.  They were “cut to the heart’
and asked “What shall we do” and Peter replied: Repent, and be baptised
everyone of you in the name of Jesus Christ so that your sins may be
forgiven; and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. You will
receive.

The Holy Spirit is God’s gift to every believer.

Indeed without the Holy Spirit we would not be a believer in the first
place. The Holy Spirit convicts us of our sin and, along with the Word
of God, he brings us to a knowledge and experience of Jesus and the
significance of the cross.
