Hb®ut being able to
understand one another’s languages and backgroufdd.it is about
becoming Christ in the World.

The Spirit flowed through the disciples so thattixere able to express
themselves uninhibitedly. How do we feel abouiregsing the truth o
the gospel to others, through our words, our deeds?

There are many ways of doing this, just as theme weny languages
spoken at Pentecost. The Spirit removes the bltxk full and natural
expression of what lies in the depths of our heattsee good news of
Jesus Christ.

Can we let the Spirit today remove our shynesspadde, our terror of
being branded a particular kind of Christian, or laziness, so that we
can shine with the truth? Can we let God's dEsebe felt in our lives
and our Church? It's very different from humat-assertion;
unpredictable, new and life giving.

A life lived in the Spirit flows out to others. Dme think more about
