Dear Friends, 
At this time many people are anxious about the future and how they are 
going to manage.    The less well off wonder how they are going to pay 
the increasing cost of heating their homes.    Others live in fear of losing 
their job and at being unable to pay the mortgage and so may have to 
face repossession of their homes.    Then there are those who worry 
about their savings and their pensions. 
 
All our worries seem to be about money. 
 
Our lives seem to be dominated by the need to earn and spend money. 
There is nothing wrong with money.    It is the love of money that is the 
root of all evil.   The truth is the majority of the population have never 
had it so good in recent years. 
 
Most of us are far better off than our parents and we don’t know what it 
is to suffer financial restraint.   However, in the days ahead we are all 
going to have to tighten our belts. 
 
One thing I found encouraging in recent days is the factory in England 
where the workers decided to take a pay cut in order to protect each 
other’s jobs.    Isn’t it far better to be paid less but be in a job rather than 
be on the dole, or am I being naive? 
 
Perhaps there is a lesson to learn from those early Christians who lived a 
communal life style and supported each other so no one was without.   
Showing more concern for others rather than ourselves is a healthier 
way of living and thankfully there are many charities and groups on our 
Island who do just this.    It is likely that the calls on such groups will 
increase in the next year or two. 
 
We need to ask ourselves as a Church: In what ways can we help the 
more needy among us both in the Church and the Community beyond? 
 
People may even come to be concerned for the spiritual dimension of 
their lives and we should be ready to be alongside them in their quest. 
 
The Church is meant to be a caring community demonstrating the love 
of God in Christ in practical ways.    Perhaps only small ways but
