The BISHOP’S RECOMMENDATIONS are also likely to impact upon 
us.   St. Peter’s will still have a vicar but our Readers will be part of the 
Mission Team covering the Eastern Mission Area and there will be three 
lay representatives from St. Peter’s on the Mission Council – assuming 
Synod approves the recommendations. 
 
Reducing the number of clergy will impact upon the quota.   What that 
impact will be remains to be seen.    Our building will come under the 
audit as to what use we make of it at present and its potential for uses 
other than Sunday worship. 
 
The days ahead will be challenging but exciting and with the Lord’s help 
I am sure there will be much for which to rejoice.

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THE BISHOP’S RECOMMENDATIONS  
FOR MISSION AND MINISTRY  
 
The Bishop’s Recommendations for Mission and Ministry have now 
been published and make interesting reading. 
 
Copies can be obtained from the Bishop’s Office.    The main strands of 
the report include changes in the way we do things; ministerial training; 
working with young people; use of buildings and ecumenical 
relationships. 
 
Instead of 3 Deaneries it is proposed to set up 4 Mission Areas run by 
Mission Partnerships, consisting of Clergy and Lay Readers from that 
area, with a Mission Council to which are added representatives from 
each parish. 
 
Clergy and Readers have already been involved in monthly training 
sessions and this will continue.   Plans are afoot for a new training 
course for those considering ordained or lay ministry.    This will be 
linked to a training base in England. 
 
The Bishop is recommending linking young people and church youth 
groups under the banner of Ice Cool Sodor. 
 
The need to work together with churches of other denominations is an 
important strand in the report and this may lead to us considering 
sharing buildings. 
 
Indeed one of the first tasks the Mission Partnerships have is an audit of 
their buildings. 
 
The Recommendations form a challenging and detailed document, well 
worth reading. 
 
The next stage is for it to be presented to a meeting of the Diocesan 
Synod on Saturday 26th September.    Please pray for the members of 
Synod as they consider the proposals, especially that they may discern 
God’s will in this matter. 
 
Obviously change will not take place overnight but it is important that 
change does take place if we are to see growth in the Church and the 
extension of God’s Kingdom.
