Dear Friends,

Y ou may not have heard of Abdul Rahman, although his plight may have
caught your eye in the national pressin recent days.

Heisan Afghan man who, sixteen years ago, converted from being a
Muslim to Chrigtianity, which, under Sharialaw isillegal.

Recently he was caught with a Biblein hispossession. Hewas
imprisoned and faced the death sentence unless he converted back to
Idam. Thankfully pressure from other countries and the Church has led
to hisrelease.

Abdul is one of tens of thousands of Christians each year who are
imprisoned or lose their lives because of their faithin Jesus. This may
shock us but shouldn't surpriseus.  Jesus warned his disciples that they
would be thrown out of the synagogues, be imprisoned, whipped and even
killed.

Just asthe world hated Jesus and tried to get rid of him so the world will
try to destroy Christians and so remove the proclamation of Jesus as Lord
and Saviour. Thequestion is, are we going to alow this to happen or
are we going to stand up and be counted?

We are not called to produce converts by force, or critically judge others
because they do not believe what we believe, but we are called to nail our
coloursto the mast and live lives that speak volumes of the love of God in
Chrigt, eveniif such livesput usat risk.  Because we are comfortable and
not at risk we can be complacent and luke-warm in our commitment.
Indeed the words of the Lord to the Church in Laodicea could very well
echoin our ears: 'l know your deeds, that you are neither hot nor cold. |
wish you were either one or the other!" (Revelation 3 v 15).

Easter is an opportunity to revitalise our faith and draw closer to the Lord.
We don't have to do this on our own: we have God's Holy Spirit and the
Church to help usrekindle the flame of God'slovein our hearts.

Hopefully there is something for everyone in the Easter programme of
services. Easter brings usright to the very heart of the gospel message:
the love of God expressed through Jesus on the cross and the new life we
can enjoy, pioneered through the resurrection of Jesus.

ALL GLORY,LAUD AND HONOUR

A hymn especially associated with PAm Sunday is "All glory, laud and
honour, to thee, Redeemer, King", and it is sung in many of our churches
on that day.

Thereisanice story about itsorigin.  On Palm Sunday AD 821, acrowd
had gathered in the ancient French city of Angiersto see the annual
procession of dignitaries headed by the king, pass through the streets.

Their route went by the cloisters where Theodulph, Bishop of Orleans,
had been imprisoned and deprived of his bishopric for supposedly
plotting. Asthe procession drew level with hiscdl it cameto ahalt, for
avoice could be heard singing something that they had never heard
before, "All glory, laud and honour!"

Theking listened, deeply moved, and when he discovered that the singer
was the imprisoned Theodul ph, he ordered hisimmediate release, and
restoration as Bishop.  Further, he commanded that the lovely hymn
should be sung every year during the Palm Sunday processions.

However, the unfortunate truth is that he probably remained imprisoned
until his death in December, 821, possibly of poisoning.
