Dear Friends, 
 
We are all guilty of being complacent and taking things for granted and it 
takes a jolt in life to waken us up to the fact.

Once we have made our mind up 
that the Christian faith makes sense and that Christ is whom he claims to 
be then we should do something about it.    One important thing we can do 
is join with fellow Christians and grow in our faith.    This is what the 
Lord calls us to do, not to stand on the sidelines as spectators, but to join 
in the action. 
 
The world is calling out for people to demonstrate the love of God in 
everyday life.    How different life is when lived within the sphere of love 
rather than violence and hatred. 
 
 Love will overcome hatred. 
 Goodness will defeat evil but not without a fight. 
 
We are reminded of this in that well known hymn 'Fight the good fight 
with all thy might' and recent events remind us that it is a fight. 
 
The hymn continues: 
 
'lay hold on life, and it shall be thy joy and crown eternally'.
